 The year of 
Jubilee has 

been an 

important 

part of 

Catholic 
Tradition for 

centuries. Jubilee is described in Leviticus 

25: 8-13 as occurring every 50 years, 

offering a time of remission of debts, the 

return of land to the original owners, and the 
emancipation of slaves. It was a year that 

emphasized re-establishing a right relation 

ship with God, and one’s community, and 

creation itself. 

The Catholic church teaches us to offer 
mercy, forgiveness, and spiritual 

transformation. Over the time, the period 

between Jubilee years was shortened to 25 

years to provide more opportunities for the 

Grace of God’s mercy within a lifetime. Pope 

John Paul 2nd announced the great Jubilee 
of 2000 years of Jesus’ birth. Pilgrims of 

hope is announced by Pope Francis. 

The Jubilee Year 2025 
“Pilgrims of Hope” will officially begin 

with the opening of the Holy Doors in Rome 

on December 24, 2024. With the 125th 

Anniversary of the Cathedral of Mary 

Immaculate in Nelson also occurring this 
year, our Diocese is beginning our “Journey 

of Hope” on December 29, 2024, in Nelson 

with a solemn Eucharistic Celebration. We 

have joined the Year of Hope to our annual 

Pilgrimage of Faith Appeal with the theme 
“Journey of Hope”.

Diocese.

Radium
