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Pilgrimage of Faith: Let me thank
personally to each of you who have contributed to
the Diocesan Charitable Trust for supporting
various activities of the Church all through the
diocese. Almost all of our parishes have reached
their goal.

Sparwood: Pilgrimage of Faith Target for St.
Michael’s Church Sparwood had their goal was
$ 5950.00. 26 parishioners from Sparwood
contributed $ 9,163.75. The highest contribution
was $1000.00 and lowest was $ 20 and got a
rebate of $ 3,213.75.

Elkford: Pilgrimage of Faith Target for St.
Bernard’s Church, Elkford, had their goal $
1,650.00. Six parishioners from Elkford and three
visitors from other parishes contributed $ 2,255.00.
The highest contribution was $ 400.00 and the
lowest was $ 50.00 and got a rebate of $ 605.00.

Fernie: Pilgrimage of Faith Target for Holy Family
Church Fernie had their goal $ 20, 000.00.
Altogether 51 persons from Holy Family parish and
Six visitors from six different parishes have
contributed to this target. The highest contribution
was $ 2360.00 and lowest contribution was $
15.00. Altogether, we have reached our goal $
17,166.73 which was short of $ 2,833.27.

Certainly, | am happy and proud of our
achievements. Last year we focused our attention
from the last months of the year. This year on
wards, we will keep our attention from the first
month of our target. We will keep the third Sunday
of every month as a special day of collection for the
Pilgrimage of Faith and we will have a goal for our
parishes too which will be a way of collecting fund
for a specific reason and use of the parish without
diocesan tax.
