This is a friendly reminder to those who haven't 
yet:  please harvest any above ground veggies 
such as tomatoes, squash, etc. that may pose 
a concern with attracting bears to the garden. 
 
Please take these home with you rather than 
putting in compost, as these are the types of 
veggies/fruits that may attract animals - 
especially in the compost.   
The greenery from those plants are ok to 
compost though. 

 
Root veggies and kale are mildly frost tolerant 
so they're ok to be in the garden a bit longer. 
 
If you have tomato cages or sticks that you 
want to save for next year, you're welcome to 
keep them in the shed.  Please label them with 
your name so it's easy to recall next year.
